It is critical to adjust the normal input levels to be
below -12db level to avoid Clipping the inputs of
the StompMix 4. Distortion can occur when inputs
are clipping. CHAN 1 and CHAN 2 have input level
knobs and PAD switches, CHAN 3 and CHAN 4
require input level control from the extenal device.
